WHATOS A TRATTORIA?

Since our show will be virtually at the front door of
GrissiniOs Trattoria and Wine Bar at the Concord
Hilton, | thought | should get educated about itOs
name. Here is what | found on Wicipedia.

A trattoria (trah-tor-EE-uh) is an Italian-style eating
establishment, less formal than a ristorante, but
more formal than an osteria. There are generally no
printed menus, the service is casual, wine is sold by
the decanter rather than the bottle, prices are low,
and the emphasis is on a steady clientele rather
than on haute cuisine. The food is modest but
plentiful (mostly following regional and local recipes)
and in some instances is even served family-style
(i.e. at common tables).

Trattorie faithful to this stereotype have become
fewer in the last 20 years and many have adopted
some (or several) of the trappings of restaurants,
with just one or two "concessions" to the old rustic
and familiar style.

Optionally, trattoria food may be bought in containers
for taking home. The word is cognate with the
French word traiteur N meaning a catering business
whose (almost) sole raison d'stre is take-out food.

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Editor;s Note: At car shows | find myself answering
spectator’s questions about other member’s cars. Since
Bello’s Bricklin is one that | found myself describing, this
article will help me correct my errors and inform you.

SOME HISTORY ABOUT THE
BRICKLIN SV-1

The Bricklin SV-1 was a gull-wing door sports car
assembled in Saint John, New Brunswick, Canada.
The body panels were manufactured in a separate
plant in Minto, New Brunswick. Manufactured from
1974 until early 1976 for the U.S. market, the car
was the creation of Malcolm Bricklin, a Jewish
American millionaire who had previously founded
Subaru of America. Due to Bricklin's lack of
experience in the auto industry coupled with the fact
that the cars were never properly designed or
engineered the Bricklin Factory was not able to
produce vehicles fast enough to make a profit, and
as a result, only 2,854 cars were built before the
company went into receivership, owing the New
Brunswick government $23 million. In his attempt to
make a fast profit, Bricklin attempted to bond
fiberglass to acrylic plastic-something the plastics
industry had not perfected at the time-resulting in a
high failure rate and high production costs (more
often than not, the panels cracked while still in their
molds). The end result was a poorly built pseudo
sports car that dealers refused to sell. It soon
became obvious that Bricklins claims of a "high
performance safety car" were nonsense. When
questioned by his creditors, Bricklin would play
musical chairs in his board room, assigning
incompetent family members to executive positions.
It is believed that fewer than 1,000 Bricklin cars still
exist.[1]

The model name (SV-1), stood for "safety vehicle
one". The original idea for the Bricklin SV-1 was a
safety economic sports car, but due to the safety of
the car adding weight it was no longer an economic
car. The Bricklin was designed for safety with an
integrated roll cage, 5 mph bumpers, and side
beams. The body was fibreglass with bonded acrylic
in five "safety" colours: white, red, green, orange
and suntan. The cars had no cigarette lighter or
ashtray.[2] Non-smoker Malcolm Bricklin believed it
was unsafe to smoke and drive. The Bricklin is the
only production vehicle in automotive history with
factory powered gull-wing doors that sometimes
opened and closed at the touch of a button, unlike
the later DeLorean DMC-12, which featured manual
operation of its gull-wing doors. The power operation
of Bricklins doors were plagued with electrical
problems. They also leaked, which caused problems
for dealers who got little factory support in correcting
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these problems.

Power came from a 360 cu in (5,899 cc) AMC 360
V8 for 1974. Later cars used a 351 cu in (5,752 cc)
Ford Windsor V8. A high-performance V8 was
chosen so that in case of an impending accident, the
power of the V8 was enough for the owner to pull
away from the potential accident. The weight of the
car made this implausable. The front suspension
used A-arms and coil springs, while the rear used
leaf springs on a live axle. 772 model year 1974 cars
were produced, 137 of which had four-speed manual
transmissions. All 1975 and 1976 cars had
automatic transmissions.

EDITORS NOTE: The event described below is
being proposed as a substitute for the originally
proposed NCKCC August 8th event, for which we
have not found any Champion to organize it. The
cost is a bit high, but it could be a Grand Event. |
plan to sign up and hope other club members will
jJoin in. With a limit of 250 cars, fast action is most
likely needed. Even if you don’t enter your car, you
should plan to watch the cruise or come to midtown
Sacramento or Cal State for one of the two car
displays.

The annual cruise will be a fundraiser for the
Museum to help further our mission to educate and
entertain while preserving and promoting the
automobile and its influence on our lives.

This event coincides with the OReno Swap MeetO
now held annually at Arco Arena. This yeatr, the
Swap Meet is scheduled for Sunday, August 2.
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The Car Cruise will begin in Midtown, Sacramento

and cruise along J Street to Sacramento State

University. Parking for the show event will begin at

1 p.m. in the Midtown area on either side of J

Street, with the Cruise starting at 5 p.m. Following

the Cruise, there will be a second car show at Sac

State with a live band and food offered by the

Midtown Merchants.

Ticket prices for vehicle participants will be $49 per
car, and we will accept up to 250 vehicle
registrations this year. There will be no charge for
spectators who wish to observe the cruise and/or
car shows at the beginning and end of the cruise.
Upwards of 2000 spectators are expected for this
first year, compounding exponentially in future
years as the Car Cruise becomes one of
SacramentoOs Signature Events.

SB-232-Benoit,
Special Constructed Vehicle

I'm proud to have written this bill with a lot of help
from my friends and Senator Benoit's staff. When
Scott Seekatz from Senator Benoit's office called me
and said we had SS-232, | was elated. Two years of
work was paying off. | was disappointed when the
bill was pulled from Committee. After attending the
Sacramento Conference | changed my mind. Every
legislator & Regulator there was aware of the bhill
and the Environmental & Health Lobbies were
gearing up to oppose. This bill now had a red flag
and we have to build support. In order to get this bill
passed, the ACCC and their lobbyist will have to
work the Legislature and the hobbyist who own and
want to build a kit car will have to contact their Rep's
in support of SB-232. Assemblymen Jeffries
suggestions will now come into play. If you already
have a SCV, drive it down to your Reps office, show
it to him and ask him to support this bill. if you are
building one, take pictures with you. Invite him or
one of his staff to a car show and show him some
[special constructed vehicles], be creative.

Keep in mind, this is the "Safe Haven" registration
for kit cars. We will keep you advised when to make
the big push, but phone calls to your Rep's local
office anytime, doesnOt hurt.
